Playing music from an 
iPod, other mp3 device, 

harddrive or burning your 
own CDs

You need to use legitimately obtained CDs, DVDs or digital files, otherwise this 
infringes the rights of the artist and songwriters and potentially exposes you to 

civil/criminal liability.

Also if you are copying music either onto CDs, DVDs, iPods, other MP3 devices or 
harddrives you also need to obtain two types of licences:

1.  Reproduction licence for the sound recordings eg through ARIA, PPCA or the 
record labels

2.  Reproduction licence for the musical works eg through APRA I AMCOS 

You generally need two types of licences to publicly perform the music: 

1.  Public performance licence for sound recordings eg. through PPCA

2.  Public performance licence for musical works eg. through APRA | AMCOS

Licensed Music Provider

(LMP)

Some Licensed Music Providers have arrangements with APRA | AMCOS and PPCA where they pay the 
public performance licences on your behalf
